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Open Water Dive Certification Classes 

Open water is the entry level certification from the Professional Association of Dive Instructors (PADI). Open water divers are certified to a depth of 60’ and can rent gear and get tanks filled at any dive shop. PADI is the largest certification agency in the world. 

The first two days will be in the classroom and also the pool at Frank Brown Park. While Days three and four will be more subject to weather and conditions affecting the instructor’s choice of dive sites. All rental and entrance fees are covered by the class tuition and there are no additional costs. 

Day one will be a review of the academics (which should be completed before the start of class), then swim tests and some basic skills. The end of each section in the manual has a knowledge review with 15 or so questions. All five of these are what is being referred to as the “academics” to be completed before class.
Day two is the continuation of the pool skills and completion of the confined water portion of the class. 

Day three will be at either one of the Springs north of town or the State Park Jetties for the first several open water dives. The final exam will be today if not done on day two.
Day four should be one last checkout dive from our dive boat and then a dive with no direct supervision. Students will be responsible for planning their dives and properly calculating their nitrogen absorption. These dives will be on shipwrecks offshore as long as Neptune is cooperating.
Also, its worth a mention that our students get a 20% discount at our shop on Thomas Dr for gear purchases during class. Students are required to have their own masks, snorkels and fins before class. A good mask is worth its weight in gold!
